Focuses on one specific idea or theme, such as population.











A map used by sailors or airplane pilots.





Advantages in a place that pull people in.





Ex: educational opportunities, peace, freedom











A group of places that share similar features.











To move from one place and settle in another.








The world is divided into 10 natural regions.


Ex: Tundra

Exact spot where a place can be found.  May use latitude and longitude lines. 





Ex: 40( south latitude,


      20( west longitude











Imaginary lines that run parallel to the equator.


Remember:


Latitude - Flatitude











System of imaginary lines that connect the North and South Poles.

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A globe is a more accurate model of the world than a map.











A way of showing Earth’s curved surface on a flat drawing.
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
